+ The U.S. will employ a mix of hard and soft law to govern Al. Generally, the U.S. will
rely upon soft law as much as possible, but recently there have been movements to
apply or codify hard law.

« Governments are focusing on Al risks. Companies should too. The view that Al will
not be regulated in the U.S. is wrong. The scope where Al is or will be regulated by
hard law in the U.S. is clearly broader than ordinary Japanese people’s expectation.

« The TTC may align U.S. and EU Al regulations and reduce the influence of countries
that use technology in antidemocratic ways or that pose national security challenges.

« The U.S. is likely to work with Japan for ethical, safe, and trustworthy Al, and to
develop Al technology standards and for regulatory compliance.
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
